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POST-POLL VIOLENCE
CBI summons 9
TMC members

EXPRESS NEWS SERVICE
KOLKATA, MAY 14

THE CBI on Saturday summoned
nine TMC members, including
party leader Abu Taher, in con-
nection with a case of post-poll
violence in Nandigram.

They were asked by the cen-
tral investigating agency to appear
atits temporary officein Haldiain
connection with the case. Taher,
however, evaded the summons.

After the announcement of
the Assembly poll results on May
3 lastyear, attacks were allegedly
orchestrated in several places at
Nandigram. Inone such attackin
the Chillogram area of
Nandigram, a BJP worker named
Debabrata Maiti was seriously in-
jured. He was under treatment at
a Kolkata hospital but suc-
cumbed to his injuries on May 13.

The CBI, which was directed
by the Calcutta High Court to
take up post-poll violence cases,
started a probe into this partic-
ular incident of violence.

Quizzed on his evading CBI
summons, Taher said, “The CBI
has arrested several TMC work-
ers. They were summoned in the
name of investigation. The CBI
opposed their bail pleas, saying
that they are influential people
and might influence the probe.
Now, they are planning to do the
same with the (TMC) leaders in
Nandigram. Suvendu Adhikari
had earlier claimed that he had
compiled alist of 100 names. The
CBI started sending summons
ever since he made that claim.”

Centre cuts wheat allocation to 10 states under NFSA

DAYS AFTER it cut the wheat allo-
cation under the Pradhan Mantri
Garib Kalyan Anna Yojana in the
wake of grain's dwindling avail-
ability due tolower opening stock,
sluggish procurement and aggres-
sive buying by private traders, the
Centre on Saturday announced
cut in the wheat allocation of 10
states under the National Food
Security Act,2013.However, these
states have been allocated addi-
tional quantity of rice thatis equal
to the cutin theirwheat allocation.
Addressing a press confer-
ence on Saturday, Food Secretary
Sudhanshu Pandey said that af-
ter consulting with the states,
the Centre has reallocated some
quantities by changing ratios of
wheat and rice. For example,
states getting wheat and rice in
the ratio of 60:40 will now get it
in the ratio of 40:60, he said.
Similarly, 75:25 ratio of wheat
and rice has been made 60:40,
Pandey said, adding that states
where rice allocation has been
zero, will continue to get wheat.
For all small states, NE states and
special category states, allocation
has not been changed, he said.
Meanwhile, in a communica-
tion to states, the Union Food
Ministry said, “To ensure man-
agement of foodgrain stocks as
per norms, to position rice stock
for distribution of fortified rice,
ease the pressure on the logistics
and after due consultations, it has
been decided to revise the NFSA
allocation of rice and wheat un-

The 10 states of which wheat
allocation has beenrevised down-
ward under the NFSA are: Bihar,
Jharkhand, Odisha, West Bengal,
Delhi, Uttar Pradesh, Gujarat,
Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh
and Tamil Nadu and these ac-
counts about 67 per cent(or 55.14
crore) of 81.35-crore beneficiaries
covered under the NFSA. After the
revision, their combined monthly
wheat allocation would come
down to 9.39-lakh metric tonnes
from their current allocation of
15.36-lakh tonnes — a drop of
5.97-lakh metrictonnes. However,
these states will be provided addi-
tional rice that will be equal to cut
in their wheat allocations.
Besides, tied over allocation of
wheat for three states —
Uttarakhand, Kerala and Tamil
Nadu — has been cut. The com-
bined current monthly tied over
wheat allocation of these statesis
about 1.13-lakh metric tonnes.

normal TPDS during 2010-11 to
2012-13, at prices to be deter-

mined by the Centre”. This addi-
tional quantity of foodgrains is
called the tide over allocation.

“The validity period for lifting
of the revised foodgrains for June
2022 will be up to 30 days from

the date of issue of this letter. The
validity period for rest of the
months (July 2022-March 2023)
will be up tolast date of the month
preceding the allocation month,”
the Ministry said.

“Ifany quantity of wheat of the
existingallocationis already lifted
by states, adjustment may be
done for the respective quantity
during the remaining period of
the year,” it said.

“There will be no change in
cost sharing on account of such
distribution, including food sub-
sidy, intra-state transportation
and dealer’s margin/additional
dealers margin, it will continue as
per current sharing basis,” it
added. According to the Food
Ministry, the move is expected to
save 61 LMT wheat over the re-
maining 10 months of the current
financial year.

On May 4, the Centre had an-
nounced a cutin wheatallocation
under the PMGKAY for the re-
maining five months till
September 2022. That cut is esti-
mated to save 55-lakh metric
tonnes of wheat till September
2022.However,an equal quantity
of rice has been allocated to the
states under the PMGKAY.

The Centre’s move comes at a
time when there has been a sud-
denspikein wheatand atta prices
amid rising demand and lower
production and public procure-
ment. According to the govern-
ment, the opening public stock
wheat as on April 1 stood at 190
LMT. A quantity of 195 LMT of
wheat is expected to be procured
during the current rabi season.
According to the ministry, 180 LMT
wheat has been procured till May
13 during the current rabi season.
