Background checks mandatory for bouncers

after they confronted one of the
bouncers for misbehaving with
a woman, the Gurgaon police
commissioner Thursday made

“IWANT justice for my daughter.
Everyone involved should be in
jail,” said Rukhsana, whose
daughter Kaynat Parveen (21)
died on Tuesday in an alleged
case of dowry harassment by her
husband and in-laws in
Northwest Delhi.

Police said that the victim's
husband Shakeel, mother-in-law
Anwari and sister-in-law Hina
had been arrested.

Surrounded by mourning
relatives, Rukhsana at her home
in Shakarpur said her daughter
had called her twice on the day
she died, complaining that she
was not feeling well. After the
second call around 7 pm,
Rukhsana took her brother and
son to meet Parveen. “She could-
n'teven stand properly. They had
physically and mentally ha-
rassed her so much over the year
since her marriage," she alleged

She further claimed, “When
we questioned them about this,
my daughter's sister-in-law Hina
threatened us, saying that she
would harm her. When I con-
fronted her, she slapped me. We
realised my daughter was not
safe and went to report the mat-
ter to police.”

After Rukhsana reached
Subash Place police station, her
husband Muhammad Jahangir
informed her that Parveen had
fallen from the in-laws’ third-
floor residence.

Rukhsana alleged: “They
pushed her, and created a ruckus
in front of our house so people
would think they were not pres-
ent when my daughter fell. My
daughter's body was found fac-
ing backwards. Does anybody
who jumps todeathfallinsucha
manner?”

The apartment of the ac-
cused was locked, with mem-
bers having left the house, and
three having been arrested.

Police said that the Saraswati
Vihar SDM had been asked to
conduct an inquest and record
statements by the victim's fam-
ily. A case was registered under
IPC sections 498 (detaining mar-
ried woman with criminal in-
tent), 304b (dowry death), 323
(voluntary hurt) and 34 (com-
mon intention).

Usha Rangnani, DCP
Northwest, said, “During inquest
proceedings, the victims’ parents
in their statement levelled alle-
gations regarding cruelty, ha-
rassment and dowry demands
against the mother-in-law, sis-
ters-in-law of the victim and also
raised suspicion that victim was
thrown from third floor of their
house by her in-laws.”

Flood warning
for Yamuna

New Delhi: The Central Water
Commission (CWC) has issued a
flood warning for the Yamuna in
Delhi on Friday.

The warning is for a ‘severe’
flood situation, which means wa-
ter level at Old Railway Bridge is
likely to touch or exceed ‘danger
level’. The danger level at the Old
Railway Bridge is 205.33 metres.
An official at the city’s flood con-
trol room confirmed thata warn-
ing had been issued for Friday
with the possibility of the water
level touching the ‘danger’ mark.

As of 10 pm Thursday, water
level at Old Railway Bridge was
203.98 metres, below ‘warning’
level of 204.5 metres. Water level
Thursday night had fallen from
204.12 metres at 6 pm. The high-
est level recorded Thursday was
204.29 metres around 9 am.ENS

Directorate of
Sports will be happy to sup-
port Divya Kakran also, in
case she applies for financial
assistance as per procedure,
as the directorate is already
funding thousands of play-
ers every year under its var-
ious schemes,” the state-
ment said.

Speaking to reporters
Thursday, however, Kakran
said she hadn’t received any
help from the Delhi govern-
ment. “By 2017, I had given
Delhi 58 medals. The Delhi
government never helped
us. [ started fighting from
Uttar Pradesh in 2018,” she
said, addressing a press con-
ference, adding that since
she has been playing for
Uttar Pradesh, she had re-
ceived alot of help. “In 2019,
the UP government gave me
the Rani Laxmi Bai Award.In
2020, they gave me a life-
long pension,” she added.

Seeking inputs from Delhi HC
Legal Services Committee and Delhi
State Legal Services Authority on prac-
tice directions that can be issued to
tackle theissue, Justice Jasmeet Singh
said it is in the interest of the victim
that she is not traumatised again by
reliving the incident at court proceed-
ings which could be triggering.

The court passed the order while
deciding a rape convict’s application
for suspension of sentence in a 2014
case. In December 2019, the accused
was convicted of raping his daughter
and sentenced to imprisonment of 10
years. As per jail record, the convict has
already undergone a sentence of more
than seven years and nine months.

Suspending the convict’s sentence,
the court said, “The appeal is of 2020
and has been admitted on February
18, 2020, and there is no reasonable
chance thatappeal would be taken up
for hearing in near future.” The court
has restrained the convict from visit-
ing Rajasthan “under any circum-
stances” as his wife and daughter live
there. He shall not connect with or be
in touch with his wife or prosecutrix,
the court has said. “The appellant shall
not communicate with, or come into
contact with any of prosecution wit-
nesses, or any member of the victim’s
family,” reads the order.

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Jamia hostels still shut, students
stay home citing budget concerns

WITH JAMIA Millia Islamia yet to
reopenits hostels even after shift-
ing to offline classes, some stu-
dents have not returned to cam-
pus citing difficulties inarranging
private accommodation.

The university had shifted
back to offline classes for all stu-
dents, except those in the first
year, on July 18 and classes for
first-year students started on
August 1. However, hostels con-
tinue to remain closed with the
administration citing renovation
and construction work. "...due to
the pandemic, all hostels...were

closed... there is a dire need for
getting them renovated before al-
lotting it to students as well as
construction of some new hostels
... Allotment of hostels will be
done only after completion of
renovation/construction of all
hostels,” read a notificationissued
by Registrar Nazim Jafri.

While the university had an-
nounced that it reopened with a
70% turnout, some students say
that the lack of hostel allotment
is keeping them away from Delhi.

One of themis Aliza Anjum, a
final-year law student. While of-
fline classes began for her on July
27, she is still at her home in
Jabalpur, Madhya Pradesh. “My
father is a pensioner. Since hos-

tels are not reopening, my parents
are of the opinion that it would be
a grave financial crisis to pay a
higher rent for a PG orflat, as well
asfood and travel expenses. Since
classes are now being conducted
completely offline, | am missing
out on many things," she said.

Students who have returned
to Delhi and were hostel residents
before the pandemic have had to
make alternative arrangements.
"lam putting up at a friend's flat,
where six of us are living ina two-
bedroom apartment. I can't afford
to pay rent for a flat or PG. We
have not yet received a timeline
for when we can expect hostels
toreopen,” said Md. Huzaifa, a fi-
nal year law student.
