Project at a Glance:

Solar street lights are raised light sources which are powered by photo voltaic panels generally
mounted on the lighting structure. The photovoltaic panels charge a rechargeable battery,
which powers a fluorescent or LED lamp during the night. In 2007, the Civil Twilight Collective
created a variant of the conventional LED streetlight, namely the Lunar resonant streetlight.
These lights increase or decrease the intensity of the streetlight according to the lunar light.
This streetlight design thus reduces energy consumption as well as light pollution. Most solar
panels turn on and turn off automatically by sensing outdoor light using a light source. Solar
streetlights are designed to work throughout the night. Many can stay lit for more than one
night if the sun is not available for a couple of days. Older models included lamps that were not
fluorescent or LED. Solar lights installed in windy regions are generally equipped with flat panels
to better cope with the winds. It consists of 05 main parts: Solar panel, Lighting fixture,
rechargeable battery, Controller and pole. Each street light can have its own photo voltaic
panel, independent of other street lights. Alternately, a number of panels can be installed as a
central power source on a separate location and supply power to a number of street lights.

Need Assessment:

In the evening animals destroyed the yield of villagers and there were also cases of killing
humans in the villages by wild animals due to scarcity of street lights. Local representatives and
villagers of affected areas were always demanding to install solar street lights to avoid such
incidents.

Operation Methodology:

To establish the street solar lights in the area, committee approached solar street light vendors
at Dehradun. The above work has been carried out through RESS (Renewal Energy Solar
System), Dehradun as per technical specifications and terms & conditions mentioned in the
award of work.



Benefit from the Project:

Extends the working hours in rural areas

Outcome:

The affected villagers are benefitted by these solar lights. Now villagers and their yields are safe
during night.
