Then they come
out with a sankalp patra... the
day the election results are an-
nounced these parties tear up
their manifesto,” Kejriwal said.

They
stopped yoga classes,” he added.

“I'would like to appeal to the
people of Delhi to vote for those
who work, not stop it. Vote for
those who make schools, not
those who give gaalis and fight,”
Kejriwal said.

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Old hands find mention in AAP’s first list for civic body elections

New Delhi: The Aam Aadmi Party
announced a list of 134 candi-
dates for the wupcoming
Municipal Corporation of Delhi
elections, scheduled on
December 4. A total of 250 wards
are being contested, and the sec-
ond list of candidates is likely to

be announced on Saturday, said
party members.

The list of candidates was fi-
nalised in a meeting of the polit-
ical affairs committee (PAC)
chaired by AAP national con-
venor and CM Arvind Kejriwal
following a meeting earlier in the

day. The party has also launched
a list of 30 star campaigners.

As per the statement issued
by AAP, the party has given tick-
ets to 90% old party workers,
“who have been working for
public interest at the grassroot
level for years”.

The party conducted surveys
and took feedback from locals
before selecting and giving tick-
ets to candidates, the statement
read. “More than 20,000 party
workers had applied to contest
MCD elections on AAP’s ticket,” it
said. The party’s preparations for

the MCD elections, as well as the
political atmosphere of Delhi,
was discussed at length during
the meeting. There was also a
discussion over the party’s sur-
veys and election data in regard
to finalisation of the lists of can-
didates for the elections.
